Businessman murder: Police to move
application to try two juveniles as adults

A DAY after apprehending two
juveniles for allegedly killing an
elderly real estate businessman
at his North Delhi residence and
robbing Rs 11 lakh, the district
police has decided to move an
application seeking transfer of

the case from the juvenile board
toaDelhi courtto treat them as
“adults” for the crime. Special CP
(law and order of North zone)
Dependra Pathak said they are
moving an application before
the court concerned.

Pathak said one of the juve-
niles used to work at the victim's
house as a domestic help two
years ago, after his father, who

also had worked there as adriver,
recommended his name. But he
was fired over allegations of theft
and wanted to take revenge,
Pathak added.

“He also wanted to earn easy
money and sensed an opportu-
nity as he was aware of the de-
tails of this family. He roped in
his friend from his village and
started planning the crime,”

Pathak said.

“He and his accomplice killed
the victim on May 1. He was
traced after scanning footage
from hundreds of CCTV cameras
and tracking his Metro card,” he
said, adding that they have re-
covered Rs 10,37,000, jewellery
and a mobile phone purchased
from the stolen amount, along
with a stolen motorcycle.

Consider transplanting trees
before nod to cut them: HC

New Delhi: Observing that geo-
graphically distant compensatory
plantation can hardly be of any
respite or actual compensation,
the Delhi High Court said tree of-
ficersin the capital must give due
consideration to transplantation
of each tree, whichis sought tobe
cut, before granting any further
permission for cutting of trees.
“The reason for grant or denial of
permission would have tobe spelt

out in order of tree officer along
with photos of each tree,” said
Justice Najmi Waziri in an order.

The court passed the order
after advocate Aditya N Prasad,
who represents a petitioner in a
contempt case alleging victimi-
sation of trees along Vikas Marg
during PWD construction work,
submitted thata tree is cutdown
every hour in Delhi under offi-
cial sanction. ENS

THE DELHI government
Wednesday announced free bus
passes for construction workers
for travel in Delhi Transport
Corporation and cluster buses.
The passes were distributed to
some workers during an event at
the Delhi Secretariat. This comes
after they had announced free
bus passes for all women in 2019.

Launching the ‘Free Bus Travel
Pass’ initiative, Deputy Chief
Minister Manish Sisodia said
there are 10 lakh construction
workers registered with the Delhi
Building and Other Construction
Workers Welfare Board, and that
this move will benefit all these
workers. “In Delhi, only a few con-
struction workers getaccommo-
dation near their worksite while
many others travel... from out-
skirts of the capital. This comes
with a heavy price that they have
to pay while travelling to work...
Now you can comfortably go any-
where, work anywhere, you
won't have to think about how
much of your earnings will go in
travel... You work comfortably,
manage households, and spend
the money saved on your fami-
lies...” he said.

Construction workers can
register for free passes on the DTC
website or at one of the 34 regis-
tration booths set up by the con-
struction worker’s welfare board.

HC directs
Twitter to
take down
Audrey
Truschke’s
tweets

WITH HISTORIAN Dr Audrey
Truschke not appearing in the
proceedings initiated against her
by historian Dr Vikram Sampath,
the Delhi High Court has di-
rected Twitter to take down five
more tweets posted by her,
which are allegedly defamatory
in nature and linked to a letter,
the publication of which was in-
juncted by the court in February.

“Despite ad interim injunc-
tion passed by this Court vide or-
ders 18th February, 2022, and
24th February, 2022, the defen-
dant no. 1 continues to post
defamatory material against the
plaintiff on the platform of the
defendant no. 4/Twitter. Further,
the defendant no. 1 has failed to
enter appearance before this
court,” said Justice Amit Bansal
inanorder.

The order was passed after
Sampath moved a fresh applica-
tion seeking a direction for tak-
ing down further “defamatory
tweets” posted by Truschke.

The court on February 18 had
restrained Truschke, Dr Ananya
Chakrabarti and Dr Rohit Chopra
from further publication of their
letter accusing Dr Sampath of
plagiarism with respect to his
two-volume biography of
Vinayak Damodar Savarkar. On
February 24 too, the court had
directed Twitter to take down
five of Truschke’s tweets.

Sampath’s suit pertains to
the letter written by the three
US-based academics on
February 11 which was ad-
dressed to the Royal Historical
Society where he is a fellow.
They asked the society to subject
Sampath’s body of work to
scrutiny.

Seeking damages of Rs 2
crore and 100 rupees and per-
manent injunction against the
defendants, Sampath in his suit
said that the letter was part of an
“international smear campaign”
todiscredit him because “he has
shown the academic courage
and gumption to challenge the
prevailing narrative around a
historical figure”. The court was
told that he has given references
to the work of other scholars
wherever the same has been
mentioned. The matter is listed
for hearing on July 28.

a quarterly basis to registered
labourers and it costs Rs 2,280 for
an e-pass and Rs 33 extra if any
passenger wants a printed copy.

At the event, Rajkumar, a
painter, said he needs to travel
from Sultanpuri to Dwarka
Sector 21 for work every day by
taking three buses. Mohammad
Shahood Alam, a construction
worker, said he has to travel from
Narela to Gurgaon or Faridabad,
depending on work, which costs
him Rs 150-Rs 200 every day.
“Every city is erected by its
construction workers... But what
often happens is that the hands
which labour the most are not
thought about by governments.
But this AK (Kejriwal) govern-
mentis perhaps the only (one)in
the country which thinks first
about the last people...,” said
Kalkaji MLA Atishi at the event.
Delhi BJP spokesperson
Praveen Shankar Kapoor criti-
cised this move: “During the last
7 years, the Kejriwal government
has added no new bus in DTC's
fleet nor done anything to im-
prove public transport. But it has
played the free bus ticket game...
for building vote bank, forcing
people to travel in dangerous
buses. Last month alone, 7 DTC
buses have accidentally burnt...
no loss of life was reported but
tomorrow it may prove fatal.”
