ASMANY as 55 additional immi-
gration counters will be opened
at Delhi’s IGI airport, taking the
number of such booths to 130 by
January. Besides, 1,800 more
personnel will be deployed to
deal with the growing passenger
traffic, the Home Ministry said.

Twenty of these counters
will be opened by November-
end at the country’s busiest air-
port, which has the capacity to
handle 60.4 million passengers
per annum. Of these, 16 million
are international passengers.

At a high-level meeting
chaired by Union Home
Secretary Rajiv Gauba, it was de-
cided thatimmediate action will
be taken for technological upgra-
dation, provision of modern
equipment and additional space,
and hiring professional man-
power to improve services.

The Delhi International
Airport Limited will provide
space for at least 10 more immi-
gration counters at the departure
area by November 15, while ad-
ditional space will be provided for
another 10 immigration counters
to be functional by January 2018,
aHome Ministry official said.

Atleast 10 e-visa counters will
be made functional for foreigners
by November 30. Apart from
this, 25 more immigration coun-
ters will be made functional by
January. “This will facilitate for-
eigners availing electronic visa,
which is becoming increasingly
popular,” the official said.

Each passenger spends about
90 seconds at an immigration
counter and the authorities are
planning to reduce it to 30 sec-
onds, officials said, adding that this
will, however, take some time.

Statevs L-G: SC reminds

Delhi of its power limitations

THE SUPREME Court Thursday
reminded the Arvind Kejriwal
government that there were
limitations to its powers under
the Constitution, but added that
in matters where the
Lieutenant Governor (L-G) had
differences withit, he could not
sit on files.

Instead, he was required to
forward them to the President
within a “reasonable time”, the
court said.

“In urgent matters, it is the
L-G who is given primacy... The
executive power of the govern-
ment of Delhi was not
exclusive to the executive power
of the Centre,” a five-judge
Constitution bench, headed by
Chief Justice of India Dipak
Misra, observed while hearing
the AAP government's plea chal-
lenging a Delhi High Court order
confirming the L-G as the ad-
ministrative head of the National
Capital Territory (NCT).

Appearing for the state gov-
ernment, Senior Counsel Gopal
Subramanium contended that
its day-to-day working was be-
ing hindered as civil servants feel
they don’t have to report to the
ministers but only to the L-G.

“The L-G feels he has inher-
ent power to veto. As a result,
the aid and advice of the Council
of Ministers is neutralised... Even
civil servants do not recognise
the ministers as heads of depart-
ments. As a result no decision
can be taken,” he told the bench,
which also included Justice
A K Sikri, Justice A M
Khanwilkar, Justice D Y

Remove hate speech
videos: Court to Google

ADELHI court Thursday directed
Google India to remove videos of
hate speeches against Sikhs,
allegedly made by one Sakshi
Bhardwaj.

Additional Civil Judge Jasjeet
Kaur restrained Google India
from “uploading and publishing”
any video containing hate
speeches and derogatory re-
marks against any religion.

Justice Kaur watched a few
videos and granted ex-parte in-
terim injunction — where the
court grants order without hear-
ing defendants — in favour of the
petitioner G S Walia, who is the
chief commercial inspector at
Northern Railways.

Walia’s lawyer told the court
that Bhardwaj’s videos may
cause communal disharmony.

Walia, in his suit, had submit-
ted that he saw the videos on
October 28 — posted on YouTube
and other online forums by
Sakshi Bhardwaj and her associ-
ates — which are “completely of-
fensive”.

“Further, the video clearly

hurts the religious sentiments...
and incites violence and are in-
tended to start communal riots
and break national peace and
harmony,” the suit stated.

The court ordered, “After go-
ing through the contents of the
plaint and watching the videos,
prima facie, it appears that the
uploader of the videos has made
derogatory remarks against Sikh
gurus and their family mem-
bers, including mother, wife etc.
The followers of Sikh faith are
likely to feel grave insult to their
religious sentiments by contin-
ued circulation of videos of
Sakshi Bhardwaj on social me-
dia. Moreover, social harmony
and law and order situation is
likely to get adversely affected,
if defendant number 1 (Google

India) is not restrained
from publication of the deroga-
tory videos.”

The court directed Google
India to remove all such videos
featuring Sakshi Bhardwaj al-
ready in circulation on social me-
dia, including videos on YouTube
containing hate speeches about
Sikh gurus and Sikh religion
within seven days of receipt of
this order.

The state government counsel contended that its working
was being hindered as civil servants feel they don’t have to
report to ministers but only to the L-G. Express

Chandrachud and Justice Ashok
Bhushan.

Subramanium also sought to
know if this “is contemplated
under Article 239AA”.

“In the absence of alaw, who
has the power —you or the L-G?”
asked the (]I, adding “the lan-
guage of the Constitution says
L-G’s decision is final”.

Subaramanium replied that
the provisions must be inter-
preted ina way that it serves the
object. “Public order in Delhi, po-
lice or land cannot be subject of
executive power of government
of Delhi”, pointed out Justice
Chandrachud.

The counsel added thateven
the decisions on extending wel-
fare measures were stuck be-
cause of the L-G’s stance and
wondered “how can a govern-
ment function”.

A “constructive interpreta-
tion will not defeat the purposes
of 239AA,” he added.

Aruna Roy at Jantar Mantar
on Thursday. Renuka Puri

Aruna Roy leads
walk around
Jantar Mantar

New Delhi: Two days after pro-
testers were evicted from Jantar
Mantar, activist Aruna Roy
Thursday led a walk around the
capital’s dissent square with
people from across the city —
students, lawyers, filmmakers,
artists — and spoke about the
ban on protests in the area.

“For the people of India, it is
these streets that serve as the
Parliament. So any denial of the
right to dissent or express an
opinion, or even to celebrate, on
the street, is a denial of basic
democratic and fundamental
rights. I feel like it is the begin-
ning of adictatorship...,” she said.

Justice Chandrachud won-
dered if some restrictions can be
read into the proviso dealing
with the powers of the L-G or
whether it can be restricted to
some cases.

He added that even when
there were differences between
the L-G and state government,
“the L-G cannot be sitting on a
file. He is under Constitutional
obligation to refer it to President,
which means he has to send that
in a reasonable time”. The court
added that he must also record
his differences in writing.

Justice Chandrachud pointed
out that under Article 239 (1), it
was the President who appoints
the administrator for Delhi and
this administrator was desig-
nated as L-G, “which means the
administration of Delhi is by the
President in the name of the ad-
ministrator”.

He added that “the substan-
tive power to appoint the ad-

ministrator is under Article 239
(which deals with the adminis-
tration of Union Territories and
President's power in this regard)
and not under Article 239AA.”

Subramanium contended
that “though the genesis of ap-
pointment is in 239, the meas-
ureisin239AA”".

He sought to stress that the
object of 239AA would not have
been to create dual govern-
ments. “Can you contemplate
two governments,” he asked.

Justice Bhushan countered
this saying the L-G was entitled
to have his views. “He can differ
and have his own view,” the
judge said.

“That cannot be to stultify
functioning of democratically
elected government,” argued
Subramanium, adding that a
harmonious interpretation was
needed.

“Whatever power you have,
it has to flow from 239AA,” said
the CJI.

The counsel replied, “Can it
extend to anythingIdoin respect
of governance under the
Constitution...Can full concur-
rence be insisted upon?”

Justice Chandrachud added
that “Article 239AA(4) (which
speaks about a Council of
Ministers to aid and advise the
L-G) may be a recognition of
Article 73, which says that the
executive powers of the Union
extends to all matters in respect
to which the Parliament can
make law”.

The CJladded that “when the
Constitution-makers included
these provisions in the docu-
ment, they probably had in mind
the question of Constitutional
collegiality”.

33-year-old sexually assaulted
toddler in front of his kids: Cops

A 33-YEAR-OLD man has been
arrested for allegedly sexually
assaulting a one-and-a-half-
year-old girl in front of his chil-
dreninouter Delhi’'s Aman Vihar,
police said Thursday.

Police said the incident took
place Wednesday morning when
the girl had gone to the house of
the accused, Rakesh Bhatnagar, to
play with his four-year-old son
and two-year-old daughter.

DCP (outer) M N Tiwari said,
“We have lodged a case under
Section 6 of the POCSO Act,
pertaining to aggravated pene-
trative sexual assault punishable
with a maximum term of life im-
prisonment.”

The toddler’s relative
alleged that Rakesh’s
wife told them that she
started bleeding from
her private parts after
falling on the ground

Police said the toddler was
playing with the accused’s chil-
dren around 10.30 am on
Wednesday, when the accused
assaulted her in the same room.
“Rakesh’s wife was washing
clothes on the terrace and
rushed downstairs on hearing
the child scream,” an officer said.

The toddler’s relative alleged
that Rakesh’s wife took the child
back home and told them that

A bench of Justice G S Sistani
and Justice V Kameshwar Rao
asked the Speaker's lawyer,
Satyakam, to seek instructionsin
writing and listed the matter for
November 8. Goel said, “The let-
ter was between two constitu-
tional institutions and was con-
fidential. I did not want it to be
converted into a petition.”

New Delhi: All unwelcome phys-
ical contact cannot be called sex-
ual harassmentunlessitisinthe
nature of sexually oriented be-
haviour, the Delhi HC has said.

The observations by the
bench came during the hearing
of an appeal by a Central Road
Research Institute scientist chal-
lenging the clean chit given by the
complaints committee and disci-
plinary authority to her former
senior colleague, whom she had
accused of sexual harassment.

The allegation pertained to
an incident of April, 2005 when
the man entered the laboratory
where the woman was working
and had snatched samples and
pushed her out of the room.

Terming the man’s conduct
as deplorable, it had also said
though there is evidence of
physical contact “it was not sex-
ually determined but in the na-
ture of an altercation”. PTI
