A positivity rate of less than
Trowas recanded for the first time
in 42 days as per the data A Covad
outhreak is thowght to be under
contral whena postavaty ratebe-
low 5% is maintained for mare
than e weelks, acoornding to the
Workl Health Ovganisation The
number of cases amd positivity
rabe has been steadily declining
despite the government lifting
restrictions such as weekend our-
fiesw, clasure of schoals, colleges.
and gyms

The current surge of cases,
wihiich was the fifth for Dedhi and
third far the country, waxed and
v quiickly inthe cagital. The
rumber of fresh cases re ported
exch day remained more than
L0000 consecutively for a period
of 44 days during the current
surge. In comparison, it re-
mained over the 1.000-mark
conseoutively for 59 days during
the previous surge of cases in

This is because
awer 95% of Delhd residents have
alreacly been exposed o the vins
This was also the reason we sew
fewwer deaths this time anound,”
salid D Jugal Kishore, head of the
departrment of community mied-
icime at Safdarjung Hospital

"It ks time for life to ga hack to
noamal. We have bo treat it just
like HIN L we hawe it seasonally
baut noone is oo bothered about
it,” said Dr Kishore

He added, there was a need
to remiain prepared for amy other
variartof Sars-Cov-2or ather vi-
ral infections. *We have seen
several pathogens jurmpang from
animals to human beings over

the Last 20 to 30 years and we
will see mare and the interac-
teons between humans and ani-
mals increase. We have to be
prepared. W hine bo strengthen
our sub-centres and primary
health centres, create axygen
beds close to people. We have
around 1.25 lakh sub-centres
acrass Indiaand 35,000 primary
health centres. IF all of them
were well equipped, people
waild not rush to huhs such as
Deellha wihsere ooy gen waas in short
supphy. We have to prepane e
s0 that in case some outhreak
happens, the protocols can be
actvated.” he sasd

Govt to scale down Covid beds
after ensuring no surge in cases
when schools, colleges reopen

THE DELHI government is likely
to start scaling down the nurmber
of bedds earmarked for the treat-
menk of Covid, acoording to offi-
clals in the lnow of the matter. At
present, thene ane around 15,000
beds earmarked for Covid pa-
Hents acmnss govermament and pr-
wate hospitals in the capital.
Despite a conssstent decline
in cases from January thind week
and a positivity rate of less than
5% over the last 10 days, the gov-
emment shied away from releas-
ing beds far the treatment of
other ailments, "All the restric-
tions are being lifted now and
even schools and colleges are re-
opening, we want to wait and
watch whether thereis an uptick
in cases. We wanted to be cau-
tious. The de-escalation process
will likely begin by next weel but
even then it will be in a phased
manner just Bkeitwas scaledup,”

said a sensor governiment offical

There were just over 3,000
keds earmarked for the treat-
ment of the infection in govern-
ment haspitals and temporaryfa-
dilities such as the ones being nn
o Ramlilia Maiclan by the govern-
mient. Almaost al the beds in pri-
vate sectar haspitals were being
wsed for tmeatment of other ail-
mienis with the hospitals hardly
seeing ary Covid cases after the
massive wave of infections in
April-bay Last year.

When the oty saw aninmease
in dengue cases in October and
Movernber last year, 20% out of
the 300 of beds officially reserved
fior Cowid in the private sectar
were diverted for its treatment.

The bed strength in the gav-
ernmint seciorwas inmeased o
4,300 and private hospstals were
asked o reserve #06 of their to-
tal beds during the first week of
January. The number of beds
amass hospitals was increased bo
awer 12,000 by January second
week and to 14,000 by Jarsary-

end by whach time the cases had
already started going down.

Even atthe peakof the current
wave, with cases surging to the
same bevel as the previous wave,
bed oooupancy remained low,
The hospitalisations peaked at
2,734 an Jamsary 19 for the cur-
rent wave, with hospital occu-
pancy remaining at bess than 200%,

The Defha health minisser sad
after the delta variant-driven
wave, the gowemment had pre-
pared for over 35,000 hospital
anid step-dowm healthcentres. He
said, bess than 15000 beds were
released because the hos pitaksa-
teons weren't high

Even though officially all pri-
vate hospitals are to keep 40%
earmarked forCovid, mamy have
already started using thern, “Over
the twa years, we have learmed
hacrw o quaschdly cormert wards fior
Cavid s if there is a surge we can
gohack itreating Covid patients.
Bt for now, there are others in
meed of treatrment,” said an offi-
il frarmaa private hospital

“Palkce reached Raj's house,
from where they recavered the
vehicle. He and his father were
milssing. Using technical sur-
veillance, the father and son,
who were communicating
with their relatives and advo-
cates via WhatsApp, were ar-
rested from Le Meridien Hotel,*

an officer said.

According to podice, during
questioning, Raj initially told in-
vestigators his Gather was at the
wheel. Police, however daim to
have foumnd CCTV footage which
shiways Raj getting out from the
driver’s side and his father fram
the passenger side.

“Wee have also recovered sev-
eral videoclipsfrom his phoneof
hiscars speedameter...showing
aspeed of pver 120 km/he. The lo-
cations suggest these videos
were recorded in different areas
of South Delhi” said an officer,
adding that the car was pur-
chased by Raj's father.

Rash driving in area a constant concern: Kin, residents

RASH DRIVING has been a con-
stant isswe in the Greater Kallash
larea where businessman Anant
Mandelia (37 ) was hit by a car
and dragged for some distance
an its bonnet, his Family as well
as residents claimed.

Afamily member, whoasked
not to e identified, said
Mandelia's condition was stable
though he has nat yet regained
consciousness. He claimed
Ananit was trying to stop the ac-
cused from driving rashly when
hiewias hit by the wehicle.

Mandelia nans a hydropon-
bcs business, and the family has
been living in the area for a lang
time, according to neighbours.

The section of the road
wihere the incident toak place 5
wide and begins at a three-way

intersactson and concludes at a
dead-end. It s Ranked by homes
an both sides, one of them being
Mandelu's.

Vinod (35) whi goes by his
first name and works as adriver
at a home clase to Mandelia’s,
wias out on the street when the
incident happened. “The busi-
nessman would walk here
sometimes... that evening. he
wias standing on the road. The
car sped past and turned around
anid | saw Mandelia on the ban-
net, holding on ta the wiper,
even as the driver drove an.. He
fell off and the car s ped away. We
have seen it here befare.” he sasd.

Mitin Thalcur, another driver
in the area, said, “1 heard somae-
by shouting and came out to
see Mandelia falling and the car
driving away immediately. He
wias bleeding, and the family's
driver, who was outside, took
him ta the hospital.”

Police had placed barricadies near the dead-end. Abhinoy Saha

A day before the incident,
Vimod said police barricades
had been placed near the diead
end. After Tuesday, the barri-
cades were shifted to the inter-
section, forcing vehickes to slow
down. *Vehicles tend to speed
here,” e added.

A d3-year-old woman whio
lives nearby, requesting
anonymity, claimed she had
seen a yelbow car speeding on
the read a day before the inci-
dent and tried to stop it. “They
did not stog. It is a wide residen-
tial road and rash driving is a

concern here. Residents come
here with thedr children to cycle
since it's a dead end. In fact,
Mandelia was trying to talk to
thee KW b get hamricadles put up
and speed breakers made sa that
wehiches show down,” she said
Arun Viohra, president of the
GH-1 B-Block KW, claimed they
had filed police comglaints ear-
lier, but no action was taken.
“That stretch of araund half akm
Is a secluded ane, and it's a very
wide road. Rash driving s a big
profilem thene.” he said.
Howwvever, a police officer sasd
they had not recerved any com-
plaints of rash driving or speed-
Iing from locals: *The matter
carme to light only after the inci-
dent.”
Mandelia has also been asso-
clated with the BWA thaugh he
was nat a member, and the issue
has been brought bothe associa-
tion’s notice, Viohra added.
