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Part of crane falls on labourers
working at US Embassy, 2 dead

TWO LABOURERS died while
another sustained severe in-
juries while working at a con-
struction site inside the US
Embassy on Friday.

Police said a part of the
building is undergoing con-
struction and the men were
working there in the afternoon
when a portion of a crane col-
lapsed on them.

The three construction work-
ers, identified as Kanchan (32),

Mukesh (33) and Babulal (32),
were rushed to Primus Hospital
where Kanchan was declared
dead on arrival.

Babulal succumbed during
treatment in the evening,
while Mukesh is undergoing
treatment.

An ACP-level officer from
New Delhi district said, “We re-
ceived a PCR call at 1.44 pm on
Friday at Chanakyapuri police
station about the three men in-
jured inside the American
Embassy. All three hail from
Dausa district in Rajasthan and
were in Delhi for work.”

Police said they are yet
to ascertain how part of the
crane fell.

The construction work at the
Embassy has been going on for
some time.

AnFIR has been registered by
police under IPC sections 288
(negligent conduct with respect
to repairing buildings), 337
(causing hurt by endangering
life) and 304A (causing death by
negligence).

The FIR has been registered
against unknown persons and
police said further investigation
is being done.

(ante-natal/post-natal)
check up on the desig-
nated days of the week.”

‘45 of 3,200

for three; court says ‘undemocratic’

A DELHI court has refused to
grant bail to three men arrested
for raising inflammatory and
anti-Muslim slogans at Jantar
Mantar on Sunday, observing that
their “scathing remarks” were
“undemocratic and uncalled for
from a citizen of this country”.

Link Metropolitan Magistrate
Udbhav Kumar Jain rejected the
bail pleas of Preet Singh, Deepak
Singh Hinduy, and Vinod Sharma
on Thursday.

On August 11, the court had
granted bail to Supreme Court

lawyer and former BJP spoke-
sperson Ashwini Upadhayay, the
organiser of Sunday’s protest
against “colonial-era laws” at
Jantar Mantar.

The court had said that “in-
vestigation in the present mat-
ter is at nascent stage; however,
that does not imply that liberty
of acitizen be curtailed on mere
assertions and apprehension”.

In the case of the three men,
the court observed that “even
the FIR is silent with regard to
commission of offence” under
Section 153A of the IPC, which
relates to promoting enmity be-
tween different groups on
grounds of religion, etc.

However, in its orders on the
pleas moved by Deepak and Preet,
the court said that it had seen
videos of the protest, and played
some portions in open court.

“In one of the (video) clip-
pings, applicant/accused, as
identified by the IO (investigat-
ing officer)in the video clipping,
can be seen making scathing re-
marks which are undemocratic
and uncalled for from a citizen of
this country, where principles
like secularism hold the value of
basic feature imbibed in the
Constitution,” the court said.

It underlined that while the
“freedom to express oneselfisin-
deed allowed tobe enjoyed by the

citizens to the fullest possible ex-
tent”, “with every right there is a
corresponding duty attached”.
“The principle behind
Section 153A IPC is to preserve
religious/communal harmony
and itis the duty of every citizen
that while he enjoys his right to
express himself, he preserves re-
ligious harmony,” the court said.
“This indeed is the positive as-
pect of secularism,” it said.
Lawyers for Preet, Rudra
Vikram Singh and Ashwani
Dubey, told the court that their
client was not present at the
time of the incident, and had not
been named in the FIR.
Advocate Avadh Kaushik,

who appeared for Deepak,
claimed that his client had been
falsely implicated in the case.

The prosecution had argued
that the presence of the accused
had been confirmed by video
footage of the protest.

The court clarified that “at
this stage, it cannot check the ve-
racity of these video clippings,
which is a matter of apprecia-
tion of evidence to be done at a
later stage”. “Besides, there is no
time stamp available at this
stage on these video clippings
for which proper investigation
has to be done. This court can-
not interfere with the ongoing
investigation,” it said.

Disclosure statements of accused reveal
9-year-old girl was raped: Police to court

THEINVESTIGATING officer prob-
ing the mysterious death of a
nine-year-old girl at a Delhi cre-
matorium has told the court that
“disclosure statements of the four
accused persons have revealed
that accused Radhey Shyam and
Kuldeep Singh raped and killed
the minor victim, and that the
remaining two accused persons,
Salim Ahmad and Laxmi

Narayan, helped them in trying to
cremate the deceased child”.

However, the 10 added that
“neither any statement of any
eyewitness nor any other evi-
dence, including medical or sci-
entific, could be collected so far
to confirm as to whether the
child was raped or not”.

He further submitted that at
this stage, “he cannot conclu-
sively say as to whether the vic-
tim was raped or not”.

The submission was made by
the 10 while answering the

court’s queries on the matter of
granting interim compensation
to the girl’s family.

Additional Sessions Judge
Ashutosh Kumar awarded in-
terim compensation of Rs 2.5 lakh
tothe girl's mother,inanapplica-
tion moved by the family
through legal aid counsel Piyush
Sachdeva. On the question of in-
terim compensation on the addi-
tional ground of the alleged rape
of the victim, the court said that
“inview of the submissions of the
[0 and inview of the fact that the

investigating agency itself is not
sure as to whether the victim was
raped or not, the interim com-
pensation qua the same is not al-
lowed at this stage”.

OnAugust 2, the girl had gone
to have cold water from the cre-
matorium’s water cooler,and her
family was later informed she
had been electrocuted. The fam-
ily, however, alleged she was
raped and forcibly cremated by
the accused, and that her charred
remains were taken off the pyre
as locals gathered.

Shyam (55),a priest at the cre-
mation ground, and three others
— Singh (63), Narain (48) and
Ahmed (49) — were arrested.

The application filed under
Section 375A (1) CrPC provides
that every state government in
co-ordination with the central
government shall prepare a
scheme for providing funds for
the purpose of compensation to
the victim or dependents who
have suffered loss or injury as a
result of a crime and who require
rehabilitation.

Netflix restrained
from releasing
docu on Gurgaon
boy’s murder

HC says it may be streamed after
deleting all references to the school

THE DELHI High Court has re-
strained Netflix and Channel
News Asia from streaming,
broadcasting or telecasting a
documentary on a seven-year-
old Gurgaon student’s murder
without deleting all the refer-
ences to his school.

“The defendants are re-
strained from streaming, broad-
casting, telecasting, etc, the doc-
umentary titled ‘A big Little
Murder’ or any of its abridged
versions,” said Justice Jayanth
Nath in an order. However, the
court said the documentary may
be streamed “after deleting all
references to the plaintiff school
in question and deleting the por-
tion where the building of the
school is depicted”.

A class Il student had been
found with his throat slitin a
washroom of a prominent pri-
vate school in Gurgaon on
September 8, 2017. Haryana
Police had first arrested a bus
conductor for the murder but the
CBllater arrested a juvenile, who
was then a senior at the school.
Investigators had concluded he
allegedly killed the boy to get a
test postponed. The case is pend-
ing before a Gurgaon court.

The trust running the school,

through Karanjawala & Co, ap-
proached the High Court seek-
ing an injunction against mak-
ing the documentary public,and
sought its removal from the
website and social media plat-
forms. It argued that the school’s
name has been elaborately and
frequently used in the documen-
tary without obtaining any per-
mission. The documentary also
contains visuals of the school
building, the court was told.

The petitioners argued before
the court that such actions were
inviolation of an order passed by
the Gurgaon court on January 8,
2018. The Additional Sessions
Judge, Gurgaon, in the order had
directed all, including the media,
to use “imaginary names” while
referring to the persons or facts
of the case since it involves a child
in conflict with law.

The HC bench was also told
that a coordinate bench of the
High Court has also stayed the
publication release of a book on
the case as it contained the ref-
erences and used the name of
the school.

Agreeing with the submis-
sion, Justice Nath in the order
said, “In my opinion, the im-
pugned act is contrary to the or-
ders passed by the Ld. AS],
Gurugram, and the coordinate
bench of this court. Plaintiff has
made out a prima facie case.”
