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ing Industry (AIFI) and joint
MD of Trinity Engineers, said
the 30% rise in the price of
steel seen from the second
quarter this year will hinder
the revival of the domestic
forging industry.

Around 75% of input for
the forging industry is steel
and it directly affects the forg-
ing industry, he said. “In 40
years I have not seen steel
prices go up this much,” Pas-
richa added. With these devel-
opments, he does not expect
the forgingindustry tobeany-
where close to where it was in
2019. The forging industry
largely supplies to the automo-
tive industry. For now, the
OEMsinIndiaare compensat-
ing for some of the increase in
steel pricesbut thismaynotgo
on forlong, he said.

Companies that are export-
ingmaynotbeabletogetaprice
riseatatimewhensteel pricesin
USand Europe havegonedown,
Pasrichasaid.Theautosegment
accountsforaround 60-65% of
the forging industry business
and this was the only segment
that had seen some revival.

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Demand from other segments
suchaspower,aerospace,oiland
gas sector has not revived yet.

According to Yash Munot,
CEO of Varsha Forgings and V-
P of AIFI, another price rise is
expected soon. Steel supplies,
too, are not in the required
quantitiesand steel companies
are demanding advance pay-
ment. This is affecting their
cash flows, he added.

The premium at which
firms are buying steel will not
be compensated by OEMs, he
said.This premiumworks outto
around 5-7% per tonne. Many
OEMshave notgivenapricerise
foralongtime and it’s going to
be difficult for the forging
industry as it can’t absorb any
more pricerise, he said.

There are around 378 forg-
ing companies in the country
with installed capacity of
around 47 million tonne and
production of 23.50 lakh mil-
lion tonne in FY20.
